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CBCA BOOK OF THE YEAR AWARDS - November Judge’s report 
 
Reading this year started very slowly and unlike last year when several books seemed to leap out and stay in the reader’s 
memory, there seems to be only a few that linger.  The leisurely pace lulled me into a sense of having all the time in the world.  
 
Since the beginning of November the pace has altered dramatically and now there is a new box every week which has jolted me 
out of my complacency. 
 
Despite the increase in reading matter, I have continued to be disappointed with the majority of the contents so far this year, 
especially for the Younger Readers.  Humour is a popular genre for this age group but I think it is a very difficult genre to do well.  
Too often it borders on the ridiculous and knowing some highly capable young readers, I believe it almost becomes an insult to 
their intelligence.  Perhaps after eighteen months of reading with my critical eye I am becoming too fussy? 
 
The huge responsibility of the judges’ job has really caused me to think very carefully about my own prejudices and as such the 
judging experience as been an exercise in self examination.  I have really had to put myself into many different pairs of shoes 
and look at myself, my values and beliefs about children and modern society most thoroughly.   This was not an outcome I was 
expecting when I took on this role but I certainly have appreciated the opportunity to grow and learn as a teacher, adult, parent 
and now grandparent.   And how can I quantify the vast wealth of knowledge and learning I have gained from merely reading the 
responses of my fellow judges? 
 
The opportunity to take part in this phenomenal experience is worth more than one can calculate.   And I still have several more 
months of reading and thinking and evaluating and questioning and…………

REGIME FOR BOOKS TO REMAIN 
UNCHANGED – press release 
 
The Government has decided not to 
change the Australian regulatory 
regime for books introduced by the 
previous Labor government. 
 
Australian book printing and 
publishing is under strong 
competitive pressure from 
international online booksellers such 
as Amazon and The Book 
Depository and the Government has 
formed the view that that this 
pressure is likely to intensify. 
 
In addition, the technology of 
electronic books (e-books) like 
Kindle Books will continue to 
improve with further innovations and 
price reductions expected. 
 
The Government has not accepted 
the Productivity Commission’s 
recommendation to remove the 
parallel importation restrictions on 
books.  

THE NAN CHAUNCY AWARD (A BIENNIAL AWARD OF THE CBCA)  
CALL FOR NOMINATIONS FOR 2010 AWARD  

 
The Nan Chauncy Award has been created to honour a person who has made an 
outstanding contribution to the field of Australian Children’s Literature. 
 
The winner shall be a person who has made an outstanding contribution, over a period 
of years, to the field of Australian children’s literature.  Such a person could be an 
editor, publisher, teacher, librarian, bookseller, researcher, author, illustrator, etc. 
 
The winner must be an Australian citizen, no matter where resident, or a person who 
has been resident in Australia for at least five years.  The winner need not be a 
member of a Branch of the Children’s Book Council of Australia. 
 
Nominees must be living at the time nominations close. 
 
All nominations must be on the official form, obtainable from the Children’s Book 
Council of Australia web site and the National Office.  The document Advice to 
Nominators should be consulted. 
 
Nominations close on 31 March 2010. 
 
Entries may be lodged electronically, but this must be followed by a hard copy with the 
signature of the nominator. 
 
The Award will be presented at the 2010 Book of the Year Awards.

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Southern Readers’ Cup Competition Report for 2009 
 
The Readers’ Cup Competition (South) was held on 28 October 2009. A meeting had been held on 17 
March for interested schools, attended by more than 20 school representatives. 
 
It became clear that Rosny Library meeting rooms might not be large enough for this year’s event, and 
alternative venues had to be found. We were delighted that Ogilvie High School and Princes Street 
Primary School were able to host the events and the final participants numbered 7 Secondary and 9 
Primary teams.  
 
Jill Budge at Ogilvie and Maureen Saffin and the team from Princes Street made us all very welcome and 
we thank them sincerely for making everyone so comfortable and for contributing so significantly to the 
success of both events. 
 
The Secondary event was held during school hours and. Gillian Unicomb was MC, and we welcomed 
Patsy Jones, David Rish and Lyn Calitz as Judges. Rose Bay High School's team were the winners in a 
closely-contested event, comprising 4 rounds of 12 questions each and the creative challenge. I think it’s 
fair to say that all the competitors really enjoyed the day, and we were thrilled with the standard of 
presentations, reflecting a wide variety of interpretations of the books. Stargirl was particularly popular, 
with Holes and A rose for the Anzac boys also featuring. 
 
The Primary event was held in the evening and involved huge excitement, with nine teams (54 children!) 
of enthusiastic students eagerly competing. The Cup went to Princes Street, with a perceptive and 
beautifully executed piece based on Boy Overboard. Mark Nicholson ran the show with the utmost 
precision, and judges Ian Morgan, Lorene Furmage and Rachele Carnevale handled the task 
wonderfully. A substantial audience of 80-100 parents and family members added to the impact of this 
evening event. There were five rounds, each comprising twelve questions, in the Primary section. 
 
Winners in each category received a silver cup to keep, as well as book vouchers kindly donated by 
Hobart Bookshop and Sandy Bay Newsagency and Bookshop.  Winners in each category will also hold 
the perpetual shields until the next competition. 
 
As far as areas of suggested improvements go; it is clear that we will need to allocate more time for the 
secondary event which was very rushed at the end, and it might be time to consider holding this event in 
the evening which would take the pressure off schools to provide transport for students.  
 
Increasing the team size to six has been a good initiative, with extra team members contributing to both 
elements of the competition. The extra numbers also contributed to the “buzz” of the proceedings. 
 
It is hoped that the Readers’ Cup will continue to grow in future years. I had enquiries at the evening 
event from interested people at other schools who will be keeping their eye on Infostream and the CBCA 
Website for next year! 
 
Discussion is taking place at the moment with a view to organizing a national Final. While this is still very 
much in the beginning stages, this is a possible outcome in the future, and CBCA Tasmania will continue 
to work with other states to bring this about. 
 
Events such as Readers’ Cup depend for their success on the hard work and goodwill of so many 
people. This year was a great example of teamwork, and I express my sincere thanks to all those who 
contributed in every way.
